Our new expedition ship is extremely stable
and fitted with exceptional technical equip-
ment to allow it to move through polar
waters for longer periods without stopping
for provisions or fuel. With the highest ice
class for passenger ships (PC 6), it can push
aside the broken pack ice and, if necessary,

travel safely through solid ice cover around
20 cm (35 in.) thick.

Hear the ice crack as you stand on the bow
and watch the bizarre formations pass by
below you. Float above the ocean on two
extendible glass balconies on the Sun Deck
and enjoy perfect views. Feel yourself to be
part of nature. The Observation Deck is also
built with “foresight” with various observa-
tion levels and mounted binoculars. Inside,
the Observation Lounge shows just how
comfortable pioneering spirit can be, as you
enjoy the 180-degree view through the floor-
to-ceiling windows. The ship’s shallow draught
